The area of Brazzano is a well-defined geographical identity: to the north from San 
Giorgio hill, which is part of the Gorizian Collio, to the east from the Isontina plain 
and the town of Cormons, to the South and West by the Judrio stream. It is precisely 
this latter location that is linked both to the history and the pedological formation of 
the landscape in Brazzano. In the heart of the village is the historic Bracco Family’s 
winery - winemakers since 1881 and for more than five generations owners of the same 
vineyards that still bear ancient place names that date back to the Austro-Hungarian 
era. It is from the blend of grapes from these different micro-zones and from the synergy 
of their different requisites that the Brazzano Cru wines come into being.
